Presentation of Our Programs

It seems that for many years now, conventional medicine has not been able to completely Þll the need 
and wishes of the general public. The progress and wider use of Alternative Medicine is an undisputable 
proof of this new wave. Different factors inherent to our modern times have build situations where 
individuals get sick because of an extended exposure to a busy life Þlled with pollution, intoxication, 
poisons and stress. In fact, we are seeing an increase in allergy diseases due to environmental factors. 
We only need to look at the incredible amount of asthma cases in young children. 

Equally alarming is the gradual resistance of the Human body to antibiotics.  Our immune system, which 
has been ridden of its natural defense capabilities, does not react well to medication as it used to. In the 
last ten years we have experienced a new wave of  ÒModernÓ diseases. If conventional medicine cannot 
respond to these imbalances, at least Alternative Medicine can offer a choice of complementary 
therapeutic techniques that can help sooth or even cure a personÕs ailments.

Alternative practices that are being developed are appealing because of their simplicity, their effectiveness 
and their philosophy. They have one common point: a holistic approach that corresponds to our modern 
times. The patient today does not necessarily give away complete control of his/her health to a medical 
doctor. More and more people are taking charge of their own health by building themselves a Healing 
Team including regular conventional medicine and Alternative Medicine. People are actively taking part in 
their health process and in the prevention of illness.

Today we are seeing a vast amount of scientiÞc clinical studies produced by practitioners, scientists and 
researchers in the Þeld of natural science. We believe that these efforts have shown great results:

-! The evolution of Naturopathy.

-! A better understanding by the general public of the modalities used in Alternative Medicine where 
sometimes people can feel discouraged facing such a wide choice of modalities.
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Health and Natural Health 

Practitioners
Other than, in the case of an accident, after which 
various types of pain can ensue, all dysfunctions 
prepare themselves in our different "invisible" 
bodies long in advance before manifesting 
themselves "visibly". They are the needs to be 
treated because they are the source of the 
problem as well as its disappearance or the easing 
of it. Hippocrates, the greatest physician of 
antiquity, whose ethic was at the origin of the oath 
that doctors have taken since then, said that; "É 
all diseases are the consequences of our 
lifestylesÓ. Thus, each element which makes up the 
daily life of a human being is linked to another: diet 
and exercise as well as living quarters, work, 
dealing with emotions, thought processes, spiritual 
beliefs and practices, etc. It was discovered that, 
when needed, the brain manufactures chemical 
substances in order to fight different types of 
illnesses. In other words, while the body is fighting 
off illness and sometimes wearing itself out to 
counter a dysfunction, the brain compensates for 
insufficiencies by secreting these substances.

Other than the physical body (the envelope), a 
human being is made up of an emotional body (the 
astral body), a mental body (the intellect and 
intuitive capacity) and a spiritual body (the soul, the 
interior guide and the higher self). Health is not only 
the absence of illness, but also the balance 
between our four bodies. If we consider an illness 
as the body's  inability to adapt to a situation, the 
attitude of the therapist and the patient depends 
on what we mean by "the natural defenses giving 
up". In Alternative Medicine, if the body's defenses 
are no longer working, it is because they were 
weakened by not following the rules, which are 

meant to maintain them (healthy diet, vital hygiene, 
etc.).

This concept does not reject traditional medicine in 
any way but allows the patient to learn a 
fundamental notion: health is an overall notion, 
which must be considered as such, and the patient 
should be treated accordingly.

Through willpower, behaviour, hygiene and state of 
mind we contribute greatly to the smooth 
functioning of the body. As Doctor Schweitzer said, 
"The true physician is the interior physician". Most 
doctors do not consider this concept and yet it 
works so well. It is up to us to guide not just our 
bodies but our physical, emotional, mental and 
spiritual bodies to the best of our possibilities.

An imbalance will alter the functioning of one or 
several of these bodies. For instance, a nutritional 
imbalance indicates a pollution of the physical 
body; this alteration will intervene with the 
emotional body because of repressed emotions or 
urges, which are not expressed or resolved. The 
same is true for both the mental body, which 
suffers from negative images and thoughts, and 
finally, the spiritual body, which dissociates itself 
from the supreme forces of the universe or God. 
For each of these four bodies there is an adapted 
therapy: conventional and alternative medicine for 
the first, psychiatry and its related disciplines for 
the mental and emotional, and finally, religion, 
occult sciences or turning to a guru or spiritual 
leader in order to take care of the spiritual body. 
Our different bodies defend themselves naturally 
from negative "attacks". The physical body does 
this through its immune defenses. The emotional 
and mental bodies do this through psychological 
concentration techniques (yoga, sophrology, etc.), 
which are able to eliminate "mental toxins". The 
spiritual body leaves it to its "interior physician". 
Finally, the awareness of our bodies can be 
neutralized by drugs, uncontrolled fears or 
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phobias, beliefs, and in the case of the spiritual 
body, by an occlusion or closed-minded attitude 
towards the rest of the universe.

The Role of Consciousness
Consciousness is our perception of what happens 
in us. When we are not reflecting upon or paying 
enough attention to our inner selves, a large part of 
this consciousness remains unexplored. This is 
what needs to be changed; we can only defend 
ourselves with the tools that we know how to use. 
Emotions and feelings are found in the emotional 
body. We can choose to ignore or reject them (for 
instance, when we refuse to cry), but we pay for 
this sooner or later. The mental body contains the 
acquired or innate values that we defend. If we 
blindly follow these "rules" because they were 
taught to us or imposed upon us, some of them 
can lead to an impasse and prevent us from 
freeing ourselves. At an early age, the idea of what 
is forbidden is instilled into us (not showing our 
emotions because of the long-standing belief that 
"a real man does not cry", etc.), which sometimes 
greatly pollutes our being and surfaces in 
adulthood as more or less serious psychological 
problems. And each time we forbid ourselves to 
express our emotions out of habit (and this goes 
for feelings of all types), we add to our frustrations 
and do more harm to our bodies. The fourth state, 
the spiritual body, is developed over time by 
reflection, meditation, the gradual elevation of the 
"self", and the internal quest. Along the way, we 
must remember to attach well-deserved 
importance to our intuition.

The Natural Health Practitioner's 
Position in Modern Medicine

The health practitioner offers to teach the rules of 
living by making the patient aware of his or her 
responsibilities concerning bodily deficiencies. 
Nature alone is capable of straightening out a 
situation, but only if we give it the means to do so. 
This involves an awareness of our individual and 
collective responsibility, and the study of the 
biological laws, which we are subject to. In a word, 
this means that we must take charge of ourselves. 
The "active sick person" is the first one to bring 
about his or her recovery or to maintain his or her 
health. In this sense, Naturopathy, Homeopathy & 
Acupuncture are perfect examples of preventive 
medicine. Let us point out that we are not trying to 
prove that one system is superior to another, but 
rather that we are trying to show the different 
points of view in order to allow each person to 
make choices with a maximum amount of 
information. In traditional medicine, illnesses arise 
because of "natural deficiencies" which must be 
cured by scientific resources. In this case, the 
patient is hardly or not at all responsible. The sick 
person is subjected to the imperfections of his or 
her body. He or she is a victim. Science alone can 
straighten everything out thanks to medications or 
interventions which make up for the failing function. 
The "passive sick person" is subjected to medical 
authority. During a consultation, a doctor: "makes a 
diagnosis", i.e. determines as precisely as possible 
which illness a patient is suffering from, and 
suggests a treatment in order to cure the illness. 
This is the usual "consultation-prescription" pattern 
followed. A health practitioner will: perform a 
check-up, i.e. evaluate the state of the natural 
defenses. In other words, he or she will assess the 
overall situation and the state of the different 
organs; explain the results of the exam to the

patient. This is  the first step in educating the 
patient, which will allow him or her to acquire better 
knowledge of his or her "reactive personality"; 
suggest basic education in alternative medicine by 
emphasizing individual adaptation according to the 
problems observed; possibly suggest a "general 
treatment" to help natural functions take over once 
again.

This can be expressed as: "Consultation - 
Education - Reform". In the first case, the 
consultation (including possible laboratory work, 
radiology, etc.) is sufficient. The patient just follows 
the suggested treatment. In the second case, the 
consultation is only the starting point in an 
educational approach for the patient through 
different proposed activities. This is an essential 
point. After a vital hygiene consultation, "lasting" 
results will be assured: through an educational 
approach in view of changing habits which alone 
can modify the true causes of disturbances in the 
body; by being aware of the fact that the "natural 
treatments" suggested should be considered as 
assistance in accelerating the body's own capacity 
to return to normal after reform.

Alternative Medicine does not consist only in 
"prescribing natural remedies". Indeed, it is 
important for a treatment not to be toxic; a patient 
should not be exposed to risks, which are greater 
than those involved in his  or her illness. But there is 
another danger: the very significance given to the 
"remedy", whether it is synthetic or natural. In the 
consultation-prescription pattern mentioned 
above, the patient depends entirely upon the 
doctor whose knowledge becomes synonymous 
with power. This dependency on medical power 
keeps the patient in the position of someone who 
receives aid, and can nourish negative feelings of 
fear and anxiety. Modern work in psychology has 
shown how this mental attitude favors illness. As 
well, when alternative medicine succeeds where 
conventional medicine has failed (generally in 
chronic states or functional disorders), it should 
not be concluded that the health practitioner is 
better than the doctor: the patient has become 
stronger than his or her illness. Therefore, we can 
say that the patient has "freed" him or herself from 
the illness, and that the health practitioner has 
played the role of a guide. The idea is not a novel 
one, since Hippocrates wrote long ago that; "É a 
sick person finds in himself his  first therapy, which 
is the wisest, most faithful and most effective, for it 
is the therapy which is born in him".

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Your Personal Study Schedule
In relationship to your studies, the AMCC experience demonstrates clearly that students who successfully 
complete their studies adopted a certain level of discipline in their weekly study schedule and maintained 
such a schedule throughout their studies. For example, to start with, choose 3  nights per week, always 
the same nights, and decide to take two and one half hours to study. You will be able to adjust your 
schedule as you go along once you get familiar with the studying process and the manuals.

If this seems to be too much routine for you, take in consideration that this routine will change with every 
course. For example, for a course of 3  credits, with an average of 7 to 8  hours of studies per week, you 
will complete this course in only 6 weeks. Moving on to another course, with a different subject, will bring 
some change in your routine and will be a good motivation tool for you by not staying too long on the 
same subject. DonÕt forget that our body and soul need a regular rhythm to better function. You success 
depends on it.

We would like to bring to your attention that ÒDrop OutsÓ usually happen in most schools, colleges and 
universities, including ours, in the Þrst year.

For 
example, the Homeopathic Materia Medica of the 
AMCC is a very large document. You will be able 
to do searches by symptoms. You can create 
your Þlling system according to your own criterias 
without having to transcribe the information and 
eventually complement your texts with other 
information. You will save the costs of shipping. 

¥# Disadvantages : You will have to print the 
manual yourself.

Validation Forms Follow-Up

The AMCC must receive for each course taken a 
Deadline Date from the student. You may receive 
a letter from the College listing suggested 
Deadline Dates for your Þrst courses. You may 
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change these to your liking by email or by postal 
mail when sending your Validation Form.

If you receive your courses and did not receive 
proposed Deadline Dates, it is  your responsibility 
to inform the College by email, fax or postal mail 
(not by telephone) a Deadline Date (according to 
your own rhythm and pace) for each course 
received. Do not be worried, Deadline Dates are 
not deÞnite. They allow us to make activate your 
Þle for your tutorÕs support. You can change these 
Deadline Dates later on.

Note:

If we do not have any Deadline Dates for your 
courses or we do not receive your exams within 
the Deadline Dates established (a maximum of 10 
days after the Deadline Date) the College may 
change your status from a Professional Studies 
status to a Personal Studies status. This will incur 
administrative fees.

Modifying or Changing Deadline 

Dates

During your studies it may occur that you will 
either Þnish your exam before or after your 
Deadline Date. If you Þnish your exam before your 
Deadline Date, you will not have to inform the 
College. You can just send us your exam for 
correction any time before your Deadline Date. If 
you need more than 10 days passed your 
Deadline Date to Þnish your exam, you must 
inform the College of your new Deadline Date by 
email, fax or postal mail at least one week prior to 
your initial Deadline Date. If needed, you can 
delay your Deadline Dates for your other courses 
at the same time.

Note:

When you change a Deadline Date you must 
clearly indicate the new Deadline Date. For 
example, ÒPlease change my Deadline Date for 
course #243  to the next monthÓ is not 
acceptable. You must clearly indicate: ÒPlease 
change my Deadline Date for course #243  from 
the 15th of May, 2003 to the 15th of June 2003.Ó

Ordering Your Human Anatomy & 

Physiology Study Guide & 

Mandatory Course Manual

If you need to take the Human Anatomy & 
Physiology course #010 you will need to indicate 
this clearly in your Registration Form and pay the 
tuition Fee for the course to the AMCC. You will 
receive from the College your A&P Study Guide 
that is needed with the mandatory reference 
manual ÒEssentials of Human Anatomy and 
PhysiologyÓ by Elaine N. Marieb, eighth Edition. 
You must purchase the mandatory reference 
manual from your local bookstore or on the 
Internet at amazon.com or amazon.ca. Do not 
call the college to purchase this manual since we 
do not carry it. It is easier and less costly to 
purchase it locally or on the Internet.

Supplies and Support

Each course manual has a series of references or 
pedagogic supports. All of these are optional 
except for the A&P course. These references are 
not mandatory although access to a Medical 
Dictionary, Homeopathic Materia Medica, or other 
manuals will be helpful. Most of these do not have 
to be purchased, as they are available in your 
local library or on the Internet. Having a set of

professional references will be part of your daily 
practice. They will come in handy for many years.

Making First Contact With Your 

Tutor

When you receive your ConÞrmation of 
Admission, your tutor has been advised of your 
acceptance into the AMCC. Please contact your 
tutor by email so he/she can include your email in 
his electronic Address Book for future contacts. If 
you need to contact your tutor by telephone, 
please wait until you receive your Þrst courses and 
leave a message in his/her voice mailbox. Your 
tutor will contact you shortly after.

Starting Your Studies
The courses are usually studied in a certain order, 
one at a time. Your Þrst course is #122, #131, 
#142 & #214. For any special reason, this order 
can be different if you contact your tutor. 

The same procedure is to be followed for each 
course:

1 – Making Contact

Before you start your studies, please read the 
Goals for the course, the Introduction and the 
References etc. If this is your Þrst course with the 
AMCC, contact your tutor to let him/her know 
that you are beginning your studies so you can 
receive study guidelines and establish any further 
contacts if needed.

2 – Start Your Studies

You can start your studies as soon as you can  
with the Þrst chapter. 

3 – Answering Revision Questions

At the end of the Þrst chapter, answer the 
questions in the Revision section without looking 
back in your course manual. This is not a Marked 
Activity.

4 – Auto-Correction

You can correct your answers with a different 
colored pen if you wish, by looking up the correct 
answer at the end of your course manual in the 
Answers section. Use this method of study to 
come back and review the matter that you have 
difÞculty with. You must keep these Revision 
sections in case your tutor may ask to review 
them.

5 – Planning Your Study Schedule

Once you have Þnished your Þrst chapter, you will 
have a pretty good idea on how the study 
procedures are and how much time you will need 
to Þnish your course. In your agenda, you can 
now post your Deadline Date for your course and 
exam return. This planning procedure will help 
you with your study schedule and will make it 
easy for you to know if you will have to inform the 
College of any changes in your Deadline Dates.

6 – Exams

Once you have completed all the individual 
chapter Revision sections and have revised the 
matter for which you had difÞculty, you now have 
to complete the Exam at the end of the course 
manual. You are entitled to look at your course 
manual to complete your exam. You should Þnd 
the answers for most of the Exam questions in 
your course manual. For some questions you may 
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have to do some research outside the course 
manual. If you suppose there is an error in one or 
more of the questions or answers, please include 
a note with your exam or by email, specifying 
clearly the page question and point to be looked 
at, and the pages referred to in the manual to 
support your claim.

7 – Sending Your Exam to the 

College

Once you have completed your exam, make a 
copy of the Answer Grid for yourself and send it 
to the AMCC with your correction fee payment 
included if it is  not already paid. The AMCC will 
send you your corrected Exam and updated 
Report Card within 30 days after the reception of 
your Exam.

You can also write your exams online through our 
Student Center on the college's Web site.

You can start your next course immediately after 
sending in your Exam. You do not have to wait for 
your corrected Exam or your Report Card.
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Evaluations 

The Exams
The Exam Answer Grid at the end of each course 
must be completed and sent to the AMCC only if 
you are registered for Professional Studies Status. 
Please make sure you are including your Exam 
Correction Fee payment with each exam sent to 
the College. The passing grade for an exam is 
70%. The Exams count for 100% of your Þnal 
mark for Levels 1 - #611, 2 - #711 & 3  - 811. 
They count for 60% of your Þnal mark for Levels 4 
- #911, #912 & #913  & 5 - #1011, #1012 & 
#1013. For the Personal Studies Status, the 
AMCC does not accept exams but you must 
return your Validation Forms (last page of each 
course) to the AMCC.

Failing An Exam

After a Þrst failure to pass an exam, it is possible 
to redo the exam. In this case your tutor, who will 

ask you to redo your exam, will contact you. You 
will then send in your new Exam Answer Grid 
within the following 3 weeks.

In the case of a second failure to pass an exam, 
your tutor will help you decide if you will have to 
redo the complete course or look at a 
reorientation.

Final Paper

Your Final Paper will count for 100% of your Þnal 
mark for your Natural Health Practitioner PS 800 
diploma after completing Levels 1, 2, & 3. It will 
count for 40% of your Þnal mark for your Level 4 
diplomas.

Clinical Case Studies

To Þnish the natural health practitioner program 
(PS800), or the speciality options programs in 
naturopathy (ND900), bioenergetics (EN500) or 
homeopathy (HO600), for the professional 
training, you will have to ask and receive the 
Clinical Case Studies course. This course 
presents some clinical case studies well 
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The Human Anatomy & 

Physiology Course
The A&P course is not part of our regular programs. 
Nevertheless, it is a  prerequisite for our Level #811 
Natural Health Technician level. If you have to follow 
this course, you will have to do so in parallel with your 
other courses during the Þrst two levels #611 & #711. 
For example, if you start your studies with course 
#151, you will be able to start your A&P course by 

doing one chapter at a time maybe one per month. 
You can then alternate your studies  between your 
principal course and your A&P course. You have two 
full levels  of time to complete your A&P course. Take 
your time to integrate this  material. It is  more in depth 
than the principal courses  of the Þrst 2 levels  #611 & 
#711, which are more of an introduction.

Note: - Your Þnal paper will not be corrected 
unless all your courses for the level are completed 
and all related fees in your account have been 
paid for that level. You can call the administration 
to Þnd out if you have any balance in your 
account before sending in your Final Paper.

Diplomas & Certificates

automatic. Your must make a written request to 
the AMCC ofÞce accompanied by the report card 
supporting the requested Diploma or CertiÞcate.

¥#  7.3  For international students who do not wish to receive their courses through Internet, we can 
send the text book by postal mail at an extra cost depending on the package size, weight and 
destination. The postal costs of each package sent will be billed to the student account.

8- Possible Reductions

¥#  8.1 When applying to program PS800, the Human Anatomy & Physiology course tuition fees are 
completely free of charges (registration fees and the cost of the mandatory textbook are still applicable 
though).  In the case these tuition fees were already paid when applying to initial levels, this amount could 
be applied as a Merit Grant when applying to the third level (Natural Health Technican), hence expected to 
be totally reimboursed.

¥#  10.4 Amount of each payment

The amount of each payment is calculated by dividing the total amount for the Level or CertiÞcate minus 
the Þrst instalment or full payment, by the number of months estimated for the completion of the training.

¥#  10.5 Rhythm of payments

The College accepts monthly or quarterly payments. The Þrst payment must start on the Þrst month after 
the start of the training.

¥#  11.5 When you receive your ConÞrmation of Admission, you will complete your Validation Form 
included with your ConÞrmation of Admission and send it back to the AMCC. You are responsible to 
communicate with your Third Party to assure the payment of the bill covering the school costs they are 
willing to pay will be received by the AMCC.

12. Training status changes

12.1 File closure

The AMCC will automatically close a student Þle when the training comes to an end, once the diploma or 
certiÞcate has been properly ordered for printing & delivery. 
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The college can also close a Þle when the student cannot be active for a long period of time, even with 
speciÞc and justiÞed reasons independent from his good will. The student will then need to contact the 
college for reactivating his Þle in order to resume his studies.
